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FRP Techniques 
How to Install 997 Wings / Tailbases / Spoilers 
 
As with all parts,   at the time of delivery  , they should be removed from their 
packaging, examined for damage incurred in shipment and then installed on the car prior 
to any prep or paint work is begun. 
 
 
 

                 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

                 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Before removing the stock decklid, take a moment to examine how well it is aligned and adjusted. Most 
people assume everything is perfect from the factory but these 2 pictures show that is not always the case 

This photo shows the left taillight to decklid 
seam requires more adjustment to raise the 
taillight to be even with the decklid. From the 
factory it is not quite right.  

This photo shows the right taillight well below 
the level of the decklid. Poor adjustment once 
again – from the factory. These are easy 
corrections that have to be addressed when 
installing the new decklid. 

1  To begin, you will have to remove the 
stock decklid and test fit the replacement so 
that it can be fit and any needed adjustments 
made prior to any prep or paintwork is begun.  
 
Start by opening the decklid 

2  The decklid’s wiring harness is connected to 
the main part of the Loom by a connector that 
is held in place behind the right taillight 
housing by a small push clip. To access this 
clip loosen the 2 small Torx fasteners that hold 
the taillight in place.  
Notice – These bolts also allow you to 
reposition the brake light as needed to line up 
with the decklid 
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3  Slide the taillight assembly out of the slots. 4  Squeeze the prongs on the clip and push it 
through so that you may reach the wiring 
harness connector. 

5  The connector on the decklid side of the 
harness has a small clip that locks it into the other 
side. Push the clip down with your finger as you 
gently pull the 2 connectors apart. 

6  Remove the plastic clip that secures the wiring 
harness to the decklid gas strut. 

7  Now remove the 4 hinge bolts. Grasp the 
decklid securely so it cannot slip and damage the 
quarter panels, and then loosen and remove the 
four 6x1x20mm bolts, two per side, and lift the 
decklid off.  

8  On a normal installation you will reuse the 
latch, the fan and the plastic, decklid to air 
cleaner, ducts.  
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9  At this time you will need to bolt the new 
decklid onto the hinges and make the initial 
adjustments, which are: 

1) Adjust the decklid on the hinges 
and check front and side gaps, 
making it flush with the quarters 

2) Adjust the rear latch 
3) Check the bump stops 

10  This photo shows that when this particular 
decklid is adjusted level with the left quarter 
panel, the front bolt is perfectly centered while 
the rear bolt is to the bottom limit of the slot in 
the hinge. If more travel would be needed, use a 
die grinder to lengthen the slot and provide 
more adjustment. 

11  The right side shows a similar setup. Once again 
if more adjustment is needed use a die grinder to 
enlarge the hole in the hinge 

12  Check the top and left seam and sand smooth 
and even as needed.  

13  Check the top and right side seam and sand 
smooth and even as needed. 

14  Now install the rear latch and close and latch the 
decklid to check and adjust the latch depth. Here the 
latch is a bit high with the decklid slightly above the 
back edge of the lights and the gap to the bumper a 
bit too open. 
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15 Loosen the two 6mm bolts on the electric 
latch receiver and move it downward so the 
decklid closes tighter.  

16 After adjustment the rear seam is now much 
tighter. Reposition the tail lights as needed to 
align with the decklid.  

17 Now install the bump stops and ensure 
that they are adjusted correctly. When fully 
latched, the bump stops should be just 
touching on each side.
